Southill has been the home of the Whitbread family since 1795 when 
Samuel Whibread I, the famous London brewer, bought the house.  Henry 
Holland, the fashionable architect of the day, and his successor, Charles 
Heathcote Tatham remodelled the house and its interior is much as it was 
in 1815 with its furniture, decorative scheme and pictures still in place. 
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
